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Rationale: The Conflict of Interest and Conflict of Time policies were reviewed and revised for clarity. The
main adjustments are as follows:

2) Addition of a definitions section;
3) Clarifying language throughout the explanation of steps, process, and responsibilities.

D40 Faculty members and unclassified professionals may aceept-engage in outside activity, including consulting
assignments that support professional growth, as long as the assignments do not interfere with the effective
discharge of university responsibilities_and are disclosed, reviewed, and approved in accordance with Appendix S.

Normally, faculty members and uncIaSS|f|ed professionals are allowed four working days per month on the
average to participate in eensulting-outside activities. Faculty participating in regular instructional service to other
educational institutions while still fulfilling contractual responsibilities to Kansas State University is not normally
considered an appropriate censulting-outside activity. See-Outside activity is more specifically addressed in the

Kansas State University Policy on Conflict of Interest, and-Conflict of Time Commitment,_and Outside
Activity, Appendix S.
