B.  Assessment of Student Learning Outcomes
Each of the above six SLOs are evaluated using direct measures at three critical points during the graduate student’s program of study; (1) the Master’s thesis defense; (2) the preliminary examination; and (3) the Ph.D. dissertation defense. At each point of assessment, all of the student’s committee members are asked to rate each of the six SLOs on a 3-point scale:
1 = Below Standards—student's level of performance on the outcome is unsatisfactory for a graduate student at this level.

2 = Meets Standards— student's level of performance on the outcome is satisfactory for a graduate student at this level.
3 = Exceeds Standards— student's level of performance on the outcome is exceptional for a graduate student at this level.

N/A= Not Enough information to evaluate or not relevant.
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
